Kit includes:
-Trigger spring
-Safety plunger and safety plunger spring
-Wolff reduced power and Wolff standard power firing pin springs
-Spring cups
-Trigger
-Ejector housing
-Connector
-Hex key for over travel adjustment



Note
First pull back slightly on the slide. Then pull down the slide lock and release the slide forward to remove it.



Note
Separate the upper and lower parts of the gun.



Note
Then remove the locking block pin (small top pin).

Note
Followed by the trigger pin (the lower larger pin). Wiggling the slide release may help to remove the pin, if the pin feels stuck.



Note
The last pin to remove is the ejector housing pin. This is found in the rear of the grip. Then remove the trigger assembly.



Note
Be sure to make note of which pin came from what part of the gun.

-Locking block pin (small pin)
-Trigger pin (large pin)
-Ejector housing pin (small plastic pin)



Note
Slide disassembly:
-Push down on firing pin spacer sleeve while keeping your thumb over the rear plate.
-Remove plate while keeping your thumb over the firing pin and ejector spring

Note
Depress safety plunger. Then remove ejector and safety plunger.

Note
Be sure to note what parts came from where and set aside the parts; ejector rod and spring, rear plate, ejector, safety plunger and spring, firing pin.

To adjust the over travel, simply use the hex key to turn the screw in the ejector housing.

Note
Carefully remove the zip tie.

Note
Drop in the GlockWORX trigger assembly.

Note
Replace the locking block pin, Trigger pin, and ejector housing pins.

Note
Place the firing pin in the slide backwards and turn 90 degrees to lock it in to prepare it for spring replacement.

Replace the firing pin spring.

Note
replace safety plunger and depress.

Note
Then slide in the ejector.

Note
Install the firing pin with the new firing pin spring.

Replace rear panel by pushing down on the firing pin.

Push down on the ejector spring.

Note
Replace slide and the gun is ready for use. We recommend that a professional verify that your gun is in working order after the installation.
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
